Week 3:  Fruit and vegetables, juice, water, tea, and coffee ONLY 

No social nets (Facebook, Twitter, Social Cam, etc., unless work        

related) 

  

Midday Prayer: Every Tuesday 12:00pm-1:00pm (Chapel) 

W.O.W Service Every Wednesday 12 noon (Chapel) and 7:00 pm 

(Sanctuary) beginning January 9th.

But whoever trusts in me will inherit the land 

and possess my holy mountain.” God says, “Rebuild the road! 

Clear away the rocks and stones so my people can return from  captivity.” 

Joshua 7:10-13 (NLT) 

But the Lord said to Joshua, “Get up! Why are you lying on your face like 

this?  Israel has sinned and broken my covenant! They have stolen some of the 

things that I commanded must be set apart for me. And they have not only 

stolen them but have lied about it and hidden the things among their own 

belongings.
