Greetings Family! 

 

 As I sought the Lord about our corporate fast, it became        
apparent to me that God has great plans and intentions concerning His 
people.  He intends to use us here in the earth as instruments of His 
glory.  The Lord revealed to me that there will be an invasion of His 
glory.  Imagine more of His glory, more of His presence, and more of 
Him in the midst of us.  2 Corinthians 4:7 tells us that we are earthen 
vessels, but the treasure-the glory-inside of us is of the Lord!  We are 
talking about being living vessels with the glory and presence of the 
Lord working in us, on us, and around us everywhere we go.  This 
means we can no longer be content with only having His glory and 
presence in our church or home.  The Lord wants to invade our very 
lives and the lives of everyone around us so we can literally begin to be 
His hands, His eyes and His feet in a hurting and dying world.
