If we do not live a life that is 
so connected with the Lord that we hear His voice, then our walk is 
superficial.  I am convinced in my spirit that God is stretching us to a 
level in His kingdom of communion and connectivity with Him, where-
by we are so connected and abiding in Him that we hear and recognize 
His voice, even in a whisper, and obey.  This fast is designed to help us 
do just that.
